


TINTON FALLS OPEN SPACE REGULAR MEETING





MINUTES OF AUGUST 14, 2006

The regular meeting of the Tinton Falls Open Space Committee was called to order at 7:30 p.m., August 14, 2006 by Chairman James Allen.

Present:  Chairman James Allen, Committeewoman Kim Barrett, Vice-Chairman Herman Silbiger, Dave Rosenthal, alternate Vivian Torres, alternate Frank DeVita, alternate Alexander Nachman, Dave Guiliano and Carol Rippetoe, Secretary.

Absent:  Clare Shin (excused) and Guy Buck.

The minutes of July 12, 2006 were corrected so the word “be” was inserted in the last paragraph on page 1.  A motion to approve the minutes as corrected was made by Councilwoman Barrett and seconded by Vice-Chairman Silbiger.

Mr. Allen advised alternates they may be sworn in by attending the 8/15/06 Council meeting or by calling Karen Mount-Taylor’s office to make an appointment with her.

Councilwoman Barrett reported that Monmouth County wants to increase its Open Space Tax.  Mr. Allen passed copies of the news article about this to all members.  Two Tinton Falls properties are items of interest to Monmouth County; however, a conceptual plan has been submitted for the Scarano property on West Park Avenue, reflecting high density housing with the possibility of a small park to be included.

Mr. Allen displayed the current Tinton Falls map reflecting the work being done to categorize various properties:  State, County, Borough owned, Green Acres and school property.  Kin Barrett will be contacting the Planning Board Secretary to construct the legend for the map.  Mr. Silbiger noted that open space needs to be more easily discernable.  Scott Imbriaco was recognized for his work on these maps.  It was determined that the map should be reduced in size for an Open Space Committee presentation to the Town Council.

Mr. Allen recognized Clare Shin for her high degree of accomplishment on the Open Space Survey.  Dave Rosenthal worked with Claude Campbell, Tinton Falls Webmaster, to set up a mailbox so that surveys could be completed and returned electronically.  Instructions will be on the top of the survey for electronic return.  After the survey is returned, committee members will get together in October or November to extract pertinent information in order to present our findings.

The Master Plan process has begun.  Kim Barrett reported that the organization directing the Master Plan will be seeking input via neighborhoods so that everyone will have an opportunity to contribute.

Chairman Allen reported on the Fort Monmouth Reuse Committee.  At the present time, municipalities adjoining Fort Monmouth are making an effort to secure some land for inclusion into their separate municipal boundaries.  There is also an effort to have land deeded to Monmouth County.  Mr. Allen is acting as Freeholder Lillian Burry’s liaison to the Reuse Committee.

Councilwoman Kim Barrett made a motion to open the public portion of the meeting.  Carol Rippetoe seconded.  Dave Rosenthal made a motion to close the public portion of the meeting.  Vice-Chairman Herman Silbiger seconded.

The October meeting falls on the Columbus Day holiday of October 9th.  It was determined that this meeting date will not be changed.

Councilwoman Kim Barrett made a motion to adjourn the Open Space meeting; Dave Rosenthal seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
